Delivered through the Knowledge
Hub, the course provides graduates in employment or those who
have been recently made unemployed with the opportunity to improve
their competency in their management and leadership skills.
Attendees can practically apply the theories and knowledge from the
course to their current employment, or use it to improve their level of
proficiency and knowledge to prepare them for application to the
competitive job market.

The course is set out in weekly sessions and provides an integrated
package of training and development to improve delegates’ working
expertise and deliver personal development planning, in addition to
advice and guidance from highly experienced professionals. On
successful completion attendees will gain a Certificate in Leadership
and Management accredited by the Chartered Management Institute
(CMI).

This course has been invaluable to previous candidates, with former
delegates saying:

The twelve week course will commence in September 2010 and will
be conducted at the University of Bedfordshire’s Bedford Campus
from 4pm until 7.30pm once a week, with two additional weekly
sessions covering personal development planning and a Masterclass
on ‘Leading through Adversity’. Prospective candidates are required
to be in current employment or recently unemployed (within the last
six months) and live within Bedfordshire (excluding Luton LU1-LU4).

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“Minister for the Cabinet Office says Communities First fund will help start more

groups in deprived areas.

The government will set up a fund to foster the creation of community groups in
deprived areas, Francis Maude, Minister for the Cabinet Office, revealed today.
Maude said the fund, called Communities First, would provide start-up funding for
community groups in disadvantaged parts of the country. He did not say how
much the fund was worth or when it would open."It's easier to set up a gang than
to set up a community response to a gang problem," he told delegates at a
conference in London. Charities would be encouraged to offer support to the
community groups financed by the fund, said Maude. The minister said that one
of the government's main aims was to increase social capital in local areas by
creating small neighbourhood groups."We want to be super-local, seriously
neighbourhood-based and almost microscopically granular,” he said. The
government would also ensure that charities and social enterprises bidding for
payment-by-results contracts in welfare or the rehabilitation of prisoners would
have access to working capital so they were able to compete, Maude said. One
source of this would be the proposed Big Society Bank. "We will pay up for this,"
he said. "We won't cheesepare it." Maude also told the conference, run by
strategy and fundraising consultancy Action Planning that the government would
cut red tape to make it easier to set up a charity or a social enterprise, and said
the third sector would receive a "better share" of public funds. A spokesman for
the Cabinet Office said later that the fund would operate in the most deprived
areas of England with low social capital. The amount in the fund would be decided
in the coming months.”
