Adult Award:

Young Person’s Award:
A young person being a member of their school, youth organisation or junior section of and adult society who has excelled or made an outstanding contribution, to the best of their ability to the well being of that school/club/organisation and whose willingness, determination and caring attitude in everything they do and achieve is an inspiration to others.
